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1 Instructions

1.1 General safety instructions

Risk of personal injury
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During use the appliance and its

accessible parts become very hot.

Never touch the heating elements
during use.

Keep children under the age of
eight af a safe distance unless
they are constantly supervised.

Children must never play with the
appliance.

This appliance may be used by
children aged at least 8 and by
people of reduced physical,
sensory or mental capacity, or
lacking in experience in the use of
electrical appliances, provided
that they are supervised or
instructed by adults who are
responsible for their safety.

Never try to put out a fire or
flames with water: Turn off the
appliance and smother the flames
with a fire blanket or other
appropriate cover.

Keep the oven door closed
during cooking.

Instructions

* Protect your hands by wearing

oven gloves when moving food
inside the oven.

Do not touch the heating elements
inside the oven.

Do not pour water directly onto
very hot frays.

Do not allow children to
approach the appliance when itis
in operation.

If you need to move food or af the
end of cooking, open the door
5 cm for a few seconds, let the
steam come out, then open it fully.
Cleaning and maintenance must
not be carried out by
unsupervised children.

Do not spray any spray products
near the appliance.

Do not use or leave flammable
materials near the appliance.

Do not use plastic cookware or
containers when cooking food.

Do not put sealed tins or
containers in the oven.

Do not leave the appliance
unattended during cooking
operations where fats or oils
could be released.

Remove all trays and racks which
are not required during cooking.
Do not insert pointed metal
obijects (cutlery or utensils) info the
slots in the appliance.

Switch off the appliance
immediately after use.

Do not modify this appliance.
Have qualified personnel carry
out installation and assistance
interventions according fo the
standards in force.

Do not try to repair the appliance
yourself or without the intervention
of a qualified technician.

If the power supply cable is
damaged, it must be replaced by
the manufacturer, by Technical
Support or other qualified
personnel in order to ensure a
hazard is not created.

Do not place containers with
liquids or food products which
can melt during cooking on the
upper shelves which are not
visible.

The floor next to the appliance
could be very slippery. Be very
careful.

The terminal indicated by the X7 P8
symbol connects components that &
are normally earthed. Connect
the appliances appropriately
using this terminal in order to
make sure that they are
equipotential.

Have the electrical connection
performed by authorised
technical personnel.

The appliance must be connected
to ground in compliance with
electrical system safety standards.
Disconnect the mains power
supply.

Do not pull the cable to remove
the plug.

Use HOZRN-F cables
withstanding a temperature of af
least 75 °C.

The tightening torque of the
screws of the terminal supply
wires must be 1.5 - 2 Nm.

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Racks and trays have to be
inserted info the side guides until
they come to a complete stop.
The mechanical safety locks that
prevent the rack from being taken
out accidentally must face
downwards and towards the
back of the appliance.

Use wooden or plastic utensils.
Do not seat on the appliance.

Do not use the appliance to heat
rooms for any reason.

Remove any food residues or
large spills from previous cooking
operations from the inside of the
oven.

Do not cover the bottom of the
oven cavity with aluminium or fin
foil sheets.

If you wish to use greaseproof
paper, place it so that it will not
interfere with the hot air circulation
inside the oven.

Do not place pans or frays
directly on the bottom of the oven
cavity.

Do not pour water directly onfo
very hot frays.

Do not use steam jets to clean the
appliance.

Do not use cleaning products
containing chlorine, ammonia or
bleach on parts made of steel or
that have mefallic surface finishes
(e.g. anodizing, nickel- or
chromium-plating).

Do not use abrasive or corrosive
detergents (e.g. scouring
powders, stain removers and
metallic sponges) on glass parts.
Do not use rough or abrasive
materials or sharp metal scrapers.
Shut off the power supply during
cleaning and maintenance
procedures.

* Do not rest any weight or sit on
the open door of the appliance.

* Take care that no objects are
stuck in the doors.

* Have the condition of the
components checked regularly by
Technical Support.

2.2 Control panel

Description

1 Temperature knob

This knob allows you to select the cooking
temperature.

Turn the knob clockwise to the required
value, between the minimum and maximum
setting.

2 Thermostat indicator light

When the indicator light is fixed, it indicates
that the oven is heating up to reach the set
tfemperature. Once the femperature has
been reached, the indicator light comes on
and goes off to indicate that the
femperature is being kept constant.

3 Steam outlet adjustment knob

This two-position knob enables the steam
which forms when cooking foods to be
released whilst cooking is taking place.
The outlet values range from O (closed) to 1
(open).
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4 Humidification knob

Dispenses steam to improve cooking. Tumn
the knob clockwise to the 1 position. Steam
will be dispensed until the knob is released.

e | For humidified cooking, place the
1 temperature knob at a temperature
greater than 150°C.

5 Timer indicator light

When off, it indicates the beginning of
timed cooking. When on, it indicates that
timed cooking has finished.

6 Timer knob

This knob allows you to select manual or
timed cooking. Turn the knob to the l@j

symbol for manual cooking or to the
numbers to select the minutes of cooking.
Once the countdown has finished, the knob
will automatically return to the “0" position,
the oven switches off and a beep sounds to
indicate the end of cooking.

2.3 Other parts

Shelves

The appliance features shelves to position
frays and racks at different heights. The
insertion heights are indicated from the
bottom upwards (see 2.1 Generdl
Description).

Internal ventilation

When the door is opened, oven ventilation
is automatically switched off (fogether with
the heating elements); it then resumes as
soon as the door is closed.

Interior lighting

The oven light comes on when the
appliance is running or when the door is
opened.

The appliance is equipped with a safety
device that triggers in case of serious
malfunction.

Safety thermostat

Only for the installer/technical support:

1. Unscrew the protective cover for the
thermostat with the dedicated tool.

2. To resef the safety thermostat, press the
button on the back.

3 Use

3.1 First use

1. Remove any protective film from the
outside or inside of the appliance,
including accessories.

2. Remove any labels (apart from the
technical data plate) from the
accessories and from the oven cavity.

3. Remove and wash all the appliance
accessories |if fitted) (see 4 Cleaning
and maintenance).

4. Heat the empty oven at the maximum
tfemperature fo burn off any residues left
by the manufacturing process.

3.2 Using the oven

1 The oven is designed for a

maximum load of 18 kg.

Switching on the oven

To switch the oven on:

1. Turn the temperature knob clockwise until

the desired temperature value is
reached.

2. Select the cooking time (up to 60’), or sef

manual cooking ILIIJ using the timer

knob.
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Cooking modes

Defrost

The movement of air at room
femperature causes frozen food to
defrost quickly. This type of rapid
defrosfing is ideal as the taste and
appearance of the de-frozen food,
whether previously deep-frozen or
frozen in the freezer, remain
unaltered.

Normal cooking

Using the fan and the circulaire
heating element (incorporated in the
max rear of the oven| allows you to cook
¢ different foods on several levels.
Hot air circulation ensures instant
and even distribution of heat.

@ Cooking with humidification
\IA Oven humidification does not take

place at temperatures lower than
MIN N
150 150°C: lower temperatures cause
€ condensation and dripping.

Therefore, turn the tfemperature
knob to a value higher than 150°C
and wait until the (orange)
thermostat indicator light switches
off before starting the oven
humidification cycle.

/ It is not recommended to keep the
£ humidification knob turned for

more than 3 seconds at a time.



Use

3.3 Cooking advice

General advice

* Use a fan assisted function to achieve
consistent cooking at several levels.

* Itis not possible to shorten cooking times
by increasing the temperature (the food
could be overcooked on the outside and
undercooked on the inside).

Adyvice for cooking meat

* Cooking times vary according to the
thickness and quality of the food and to
consumer taste.

* Use a meat thermometer when roasting
meat, or simply press on the roast with a
spoon. Ifitis hard, it is ready; If not, it
needs another few minutes cooking.

Adpvice for cooking desserts/pastries and
biscuits

* Use dark metal moulds: They help to
absorb the heat better.

* The temperature and the cooking time
depend on the quality and consistency
of the dough.

* To check whether the dessert is cooked
right through: At the end of the cooking
fime, put a foothpick info the highest point
of the dessert. If the dough does not stick
fo the toothpick, the dessert is cooked.

* Ifthe dessert collapses when it comes
out of the oven, on the next occasion
reduce the set temperature by about
10°C, selecting a longer cooking time if
necessary.

Advice for defrosting

¢ Place frozen foods without their
packaging in a lidless confainer on the
first shelf of the oven.

* Avoid overlapping the food.

* To defrost meat, use the rack placed on

the second level and a fray on the first
level. In this way, the liquid from the
defrosting food drains away from the

food.

To save energy

* Stop cooking a few minutes before the
time normally used. Cooking will
continue for the remaining minutes with
the heat which has accumulated inside
the oven.

* Reduce any opening of the door to @
minimum to avoid heat dispersal.

* Keep the inside of the appliance clean
at all times.

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4 Cleaning and maintenance

4.1 Cleaning the appliance

/ We recommend the use of
&7 | cleaning products distributed by
the manufacturer.

Recommendations for cleaning the
appliance

To keep the surfaces in good condition,

they should be cleaned regularly after use.

Let them cool first.

Ordinary daily cleaning

Always use only specific products that do
not contain abrasives or chlorine-based
acids.

Pour the product onto a damp cloth and
wipe the surface, rinse thoroughly and dry
with a soft cloth or a microfibre cloth.

Food stains or residues

Do not use steel sponges and sharp
scrapers as they will damage the surface.
Use normal, non-abrasive products and a
wooden or plasfic fool, if necessary. Rinse
thoroughly and dry with a soft cloth or a
microfibre cloth.
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Cleaning and maintenance

4.2 Cleaning the door

The glass in the door should always be kept
thoroughly clean. Use absorbent kitchen
roll. In case of stubborn dirt, wash with a
damp sponge and an ordinary detergent.

Removing the door

Cleaning the oven door is significantly

facilitated as the internal glass pane can be

opened.

1. Open the door.

2. Pull the upper and lower caps to remove
them.

3. Open the internal glass pane.

4. Clean both the interior and exterior of the
glass panes. Use absorbent kitchen roll.
In case of stubborn dirt, wash with a
damp sponge and neutral detergent.

5. After cleaning, close the infernal glass
pane again.

6. Reposition the upper and lower caps in
their seafs, applying light pressure.

4.3 Cleaning the oven cavity

Cleaning the oven cavity

In order to keep your oven in the best
possible condifion, clean it regularly after
letting it cool down.

Avoid lefting food residue dry inside the
oven cavity, as this could damage the
surfaces.

Take out all removable parts before
cleaning.

For easier cleaning, we recommend
removing:

* The door

* Tray support frames

¢ The seal.
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ﬂ Cleaning and maintenance

Removing the tray support frames

Removing the tray support frames enables
the sides to be cleaned more easily.

1. Unscrew the fastening ring nuts
completely.

2. Remove the tray support frames from their
seats on the deflector and remove them
from the oven.

3. When you have finished cleaning,

reposition the fray support frames inside
the oven and fasten them with the
fastening ring nuts.

4.4 Extraordinary maintenance

Removing the door seal

To remove the seal:

¢ Pull the seal outwards to remove it.

L=

To refit the seal:

* Position the seal in the groove af the
front, then press carefully down on it unfil
it adheres to the face of the appliance.

Seal maintenance tips

The seal should be soft and elastic.

* To keep the seal clean, use a non-
abrasive sponge and wash with
lukewarm water.



Replacing the internal light bulb

1. Completely remove all accessories from
inside the oven.

2. Remove the rack/tray support frames.

3. Remove the bulb cover using a tool [e.g.
a screwdriver).

4. Slide out and remove the light bulb.

5. Fit the new light bulb.

6. Refit the cover. Ensure the moulded part
of the glass (A) is facing the door.

7. Press the cover completely down so that
it attaches perfectly to the bulb support.

Moisture forms inside the oven and on

Food is being left in the oven for too long
after cooking. Do not leave it in the oven for
more than 15-20 minutes affer the end of
the cooking fime.

Levelling

Level the appliance on the ground using the
adjustable feet. The foot has a range of
10 mm.
